Use:
Community Centre and Sports and Social Club and other ancillary community uses
Length of Lease:
10 years
Rent:
£9500 per annum base rent plus 10% of gross turnover 
Rent review:
Every 5 years based on consumer price index upwards only
Break Clause:
Either party can break the lease at year 5 on 6 months’ written notice
Alienation:
Tenant is only permitted to assign lease to a not for profit community group for community use with landlord’s consent

Tenant is permitted to sublet whole or part with landlords consent and with no security of tenure to be created.
Repair and

Tenant to be responsible for all repair, maintenance and decoration 
Maintenance:
subject to a Schedule Condition at the start of   the lease
Alterations:
Tenant must seek Landlords consent for all structural and external alterations to the property

Statutory testing:
Tenant is responsible for all statutory testing that applies now and in the future to the building. Records to be made available to the landlord on request
Insurance:
The landlord will insure the building on its block policy and the tenant will reimburse the premium to the Landlord
Access rights:
Tenant to have access rights over the road and car park
Utilities:
Tenant is responsible for all utilities


NB water shared with Bowls Club
Initial works:
The Landlord will undertake roof repairs
 
Security:
Tenant to be responsible for the security of the building and will assist in keeping the whole site secure 
Licences:
Tenant is responsible for obtaining all necessary consents and licences for their use of the building. 
Nuisance:
Tenant is not permitted to cause a nuisance to neighbours

Other:
Tenant to be responsible for a fair proportion of the maintenance costs of the access road and car park

The lease is to be excluded from Security of Tenure provisions of the L&T Act 1954

Costs:
Each party to bear their own costs
