As such the proposals are contrary to policies SD4 and SD14
of the Gloucester, Cheltenham and Tewkesbury Joint Core Strategy (2017), The Gloucester City Council Home
Extension Guide Interim Adoption Supplementary Planning Document (2008) and the guidance contained in the
National Planning Policy Framework (2021).
