The development hereby permitted shall be carried out in accordance with the application form, and
drawing number 0222-14-100-A Location Plan, 0222-14-101-A Block Plan, 0222-14-102-A Existing
Block Plan, 0222-14-110 Existing floor plan and elevations, and 0222-14-120-A proposal floor plan and
elevations except where these may be modified by any other conditions attached to this permission.

Reason

To ensure that the development is carried out in accordance with the approved plans and in accordance
with policies contained within Gloucester, Cheltenham and Tewkesbury Joint Core Strategy (Adopted
December 2017)

Condition 3
The external facing materials to the development hereby permitted shall match in colour, form and
texture to those of the existing building.

Reason

To ensure the satisfactory appearance of the development in accordance with Policy SD4 of the
Gloucester, Cheltenham and Tewkesbury Joint Core Strategy (Adopted December 2017)
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Condition 4

The proposed first floor side window (seen on the east side elevation) of the extension hereby permitted,
shall be constructed so that no part of the framework less than 1.7 metres above finished floor level shall
be openable. Any part of the window below that level shall be fitted with, and retained in, obscure glazing
(Pilkington Level 4 or equivalent).

Reason
To protect the privacy of adjacent properties.

Note 1
